When it comes to drawing or
using the brush tool, the tablet is much easier than a mouse. (Remember,
we have two tapes from Wacom: Using Photoshop with a Wacom Graphics
Tablet and Power Photo Editing with 7.0 and a Wacom Tablet).

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Digital B&W Instruction
Jerry Hug, one of our members, has an opportunity for those interested in
digital B&W. He states:
“I met and saw the work of Carlan Tapp in Santa Fe in January. He really
has a total handle on the workflow and process of going from B&W film
negatives to high end digital prints. I have worked out a date with Carlan
of coming into the Chicago area and doing a workshop for us. He needs a
total of eight people to make it happen. The date open is May 31 and June
1 (weekend). If the outline looks interesting give me a call and I can show
you some of his prints and fill in a few of the details.”
The workshop begins with:  Day One
  The analog process:
- Selection of Black & White film types and emulsions
- Calibrating film based on the Zone System
- Establishing effective film speeds
- Determining film densities for digital scanning
- Field trip optimizing shooting film for digital output
- Aesthetic considerations

The workshop continues with:  Day Two
  The digital process:
- Digital hardware – scanners/printers
- Calibrating the digital system
- Creating and using input and output hardware profiles
- Developing a custom "grayscale working space" in PhotoShop
- Digitally scanning the silver based black & white negative
- Working in 16 and 8 bit grayscale space in PhotoShop
- Adjustment layers / contrast masking / digital "dodging and burning"
- Archival print making papers
- Piezography and Epson output
- Evaluating the fine digital print
