| maging Catalog Softwar e

As we make our digital images, the problems increase as to where we will
store them, and how to keep track of them. Especially if you own a digital
camera, the images begin to multiply rapidly on our CDs and hard drives.
If you have not already, you should consider a good image cataloging
system. The software should allow you to store thumbnails of your photos
for easy viewing, and perform searches based on keywords or titles.
Otherwise, your life will become a digital hell trying to locate one of those
award winners. There is a lot of available software in this category now,
and | will briefly discuss some options, with most of my emphasis on the
MAC side, since that is my area of expertise. (Perhaps a member could
review for the next issue some other Windows choices that he or she has
evaluated.)

MAC OS X has a built in program called iPhoto, which does such things as
automatically download and catalog your images when you connect your
digital camera, but | feel this program is suitable for the basic amateur.
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One program that has become the standard for both platforms is Cumulus

by Canto http://wwwv.canto.com/ (An OS X MAC version is not ready yet,
but OS 9 and Windows are available.) The cost is $100. A review is at
http://www.imaging-resource.com/SOFT/CM/CM.HTM This program is a
very sophisticated data base, but maybe a little daunting at first for some.
This is the choice of most pros.

A Windows only program is CyPics v3.5 http://wwvw.cywarp.com/
available for $50. This one will allow you to make slide shows of your
images, and export them to CDs. Email your photos directly from the
program while choosing selectable output and format. A fully functional
30 day trial is available at the site.

Two less sophisticated programs that are available for the MAC only are

Photocat http://private.mcnet.ch/PhotoCat/ for $25, and Photologist
http://wwwy.ttpsoftware.com/photol ogist.html for $19.
QPict is MAC only shareware in 9 & X http://www.gpict.net/home.html

This is a good program with lots of powerful features. For instance, you
can assign keywords to whole folders or presel ected images at one time. A
review is at http://www.imaging-resource.com/SOFT/QPICT/QPICT.HTM
Software cost is $35. Features are disabled in the evaluation version.

The software | am currently using is iView Mediapro http://www.iview-
multimedia.com/ . This one started many years ago as a simple catalog
program, and has evolved into a very sophisticated program that is very
easy to use. | just drag the selected folder(s) of images to the program’s
window, and the images are automatically cataloged. Many categories are
ready for assignment, or you can create more. It also will optimize the
thumbnails for quality, while at the same time reducing the size. This is
an important feature for me, since | have over 30 CDs of images, and even
the catalog information can get large (60 megabites). Slideshows can be
produced with transition effects and synchronized sound. It has a feature
like Photoshop to allow creation of web pages from your images. The
software even works directly with Roxio’'s CD burning software for
backups. A fully functional version that works for 45 boots is available
from the site. Price is $90.
