Most of us have changed the default color
setting, but for those who haven’t, this is very important because Adobe
sets your default colors to the web (sRGB), which will limit your color
range to a tiny gamut. The following picture shows a typical setting for
a MAC user (Window users set their gray gamma to a darker 2.2)
