Notes fr om the October 21 Meeting

Hank
Hart broughtup the suggestion of getting a new projector and whether it is cod effective, consdering
theprice of lamp bubs A special committee will meet to discuss these recommendéaions

Thebdance of the meeting was afun and eductiond time with presentationsby several members:
Mark Southard created acugom brush In AdobePhotoshop Elements to add a copyright
symbol or text. First, he selected the symbol fromthe pop-down list and flattened it, and then hemade a
rectangular selection. Lastly, in the Edit menu, hechose Define Brush fromthe selection. He also

demondrated Adobé3 quick selection tool to create a composte with two images of the same
resolution. Lastly, he showed ElementsOmage Effects to add snowandrain. Thesnow should be
flattened into theimagebefore it is copied.

Bruce Van Pelt gave athoroughdemo showing how he created his complex image (7 BridgesQ
with its many, many separate layers, starting with taking al theimages to thefinished produd. He took
phosall over North Central Illinois and recourted the stories involved in shooing each and how it was
addel to thecompostion. He groupal some layers togehe and, because of the sheer size of the
composte, often worked onindividud components and later brough them back in. He had saved
backupsat least every hourand after afew hous, would write it to another hard drive. Some of the
many techniques he used involved gradient shadows and free trandorming and adding shadows. Ashe
went along, heturned thevisibility of variouslayers on and off to show how they fit into thefind image
He recommended naming thelayers, to keep track of them later.

Dennis Arendt made an infrared panorama of upto 9 separate shotsN all handhédN and
showed a presentation of otherstha hetookin variousplaces. Chicago Botanic Garden, Morton
Arboretum, Lincoln Park Zoo, Clem@ Arboretum, Rockford. All were shotwith a28mm lens, slower
than 1/15 second at /28, which gave him depth of field from 7 meters to infinity on his 12-bit images.
He did not congder lensvigndting a problem, because helikes darkened corners anyway. He used
PhotoMerge with the setting GRepostion onlyQ QCylindricalOwas deemed better for vertical panoramic
shots. For projection, helightened the blacks in hisimages. He mentionad a couple programs tha he
uses. Qraststonedwhich addsthe music and drop-shadows asiit resizes images and Gcreamer RadioO
which has 1100stationsfrom which herecorded piano musc.
