A new computer virus is the first ever to infect picture files, reported by
McAfee in June, making sharing family photos on the Internet a
potentially dangerous activity. The virus, dubbed Perrun, is not currently
infecting computers but worries anti-virus experts because it is the first to
cross from program infection into data files, long considered safe from
malicious data. The virus first infects files from an attached executable
file, so the same warning applies:. don’t open email attachments with
executable files! (While Mac users don’t have to worry about executable
files, they will have to be concerned if someone figures out how to make
this virus attach permanently to jpeg pictures, which are cross platform.)
